	Outdoor stands and nature walk


	Extreme weather, medical conditions or general illness or injury
	Staff or public becoming unwell or injured
	· Identify who the present first aiders and what do to in the event of someone becoming ill or injured
· In extreme weather conditions consider cancelling event/walk if there is risk of danger/injury

	Manual Handling 
	Strain, trip or collision of object 
	· Use proper lifting and handling techniques to lift. Do not attempt to lift anything that you are not comfortable with. If used, ensure displays and Gazebos are secure, especially in relation to weather conditions. 

	Transporting materials by vehicle 
	Collision with falling object 
	· Ensure equipment is stored securely whilst being transported. 

	Transporting materials from vehicle to site location 
	Collision with items, trip of fall. 
	· Ensure materials are not too heavy and seek support with moving heavy items. 
· Ensure walkways are clear, and full vision of route is accessible. 

	Public
	Physical or verbal assault
	· Avoid confrontation; retreat if appropriate; call police if necessary 

	Safeguarding 
	Child/children being present without an adult
	· If a child on their own approaches a stand or comes to the craft event ask them to go and get their adult to join them.

	Dogs 
	Bite 
	· Beware of loose dogs; if you have any concerns about the possible presence of aggressive or loose dogs do not approach. 

	Weather conditions 
	Exposure 

	· Beware of weather conditions and dress appropriately. 
· Take food and water with you.   

	Gazebo / displays 
	Gazebo / displays lifting and falling
	· Ensure gazebo and displays are safely secured. 
· Ensure the correct number of people can safely put up the gazebo.
· Do not attempt to put up the gazebo in very high winds.
· Check for hazards around gazebo and display for accessibility by public.

	Contact with micro- organisms
(E. Coli, Weil’s disease, Toxicara)
	Minor/ serious illness
	· Verbal warning of risk
· Any open wounds to be protected before activities handling water or soil. Hand cleaning facilities to be available or access to hand wipes and antibacterial gel.
· Careful working practices to be demonstrated and reinforced.
· Check ahead for dog mess or other faeces if possible and remove or move sites as appropriate. 
· Avoid using areas with evidence of regular anti-social behaviour.

	Moving vehicle in crowded areas 
	Colliding with objects or pedestrians due to restricted visibility 
	· Do not move vehicles during the event or in crowded areas/areas with many obstacles. Obey speed limits and access routes as set by the event organiser. 
· If moving vehicles whilst people are present, put hazard warning lights on vehicle and drive with caution. 

	Rough, uneven or slippery ground
	Slips, trips or falls


	· Verbal warning of risk
· Suitable footwear to be worn.
· Ensure terrain is suitable for activity and ability of group.
· Brief group to only walk on pavements and to walk slowly 
· Do not use surfaces if too slippery due to rain/frost 

	Poisonous/ harmful animals
	Minor/ major injury/ death
	· Verbal warning of risks as appropriate
· Avoid walking in areas where there are known bee/wasp nests where possible
· Lyme Disease - staff, volunteers, group leaders and participants will be instructed to be vigilant for ticks and to brush themselves off during and at end of the session. Current Public Health England’s advice is for immediate removal of the tick, or as soon as is possible. Trust ‘welfare kits’ include tick removers which will be made available for the removal of ticks found during the session. If removal is not possible then the group Lead Staff member will be informed & the participant sent home with the tick advice information.

	Trips and Hazards
	Falling off kerbs or into roads
	· Check pathways when walking between event spaces and be aware of uneven ground and hazards such as roads.

	Falling branches/Trees 

	Death or major injury

	· Routes/ locations for activities to be carefully checked before group arrives
· Activities to be cancelled in high winds / thunder and lighting.
· Any sites with ash trees to be checked prior to activity for evidence of ash dieback disease (see https://www.woodlandtrust.org.uk/visiting-woods/tree-diseases-and-pests/key-threats/ash-dieback/  for symptoms). 

	Summer branch drop
	Trees suddenly and unpredictably dropping their limbs
	· Check trees for dying limbs or splits in the bark. Do not set up event space under tree and avoid walking under trees.

	Traffic

	Death or major injury


	· Verbal warning of risk if public are crossing from Howards Close to the Primary school for the craft activity.
